PARIS CONFERENCE

Representatives from 32 countries met
at Paris this year in June to adopt a
constitution for the International Body
for the theatre for the voung and chil-
dren (ATE]). India was represented by
Sri Samar Chatterjee on behalf of CLT.
This was the second conference of this
International Body, which met for the
first time in London last year.

Most of the members represented
professional Companies. As a result of
the impact created by the demonstration
of the CLT children in London, the Paris
conference requested for translations of
Aban Patua, Mithua and Bahadurda.
Mrs. Rose Conroy, the British delegate,
who like India, Norway and USA, ad-
vocated special repertoire for children
to play for their own kind and felt that
only children could inspire the enthu-
siasm for a child audience, provided an
environment could be created without
hampering their class works. This is
exactly what CLT does. Formation of
new children’'s Theatre with child
participants in Copenhagen is the direct
outcome of CLT children’s visit to Den-
mark last year. But the healthy growth
of such children’s theatre in those
countries will depend largely on state
patronage, because professional interests
will obviously come in the way of its
progress.

EDITORIAL NOTE

14th FOUNDATION DAY

A four day programme marked the
week-long celebration of CLT Founda-
tion Day. Jijo, Abak Jalpan and
Rhymes featured the first day's pro-
gramme on the 2nd May 1964 at
Rabindra Sarobar Stadium Hall. On the
3rd and 4th May Lal Nupur, Sat Bhai
Champa and Under the sea were staged
at the Rama Krishna Mission Institute
of Culture. The last programme of the
Foundation week took place on the
9th May at New Empire with staging
of Lal Nupur.

ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING

The General Council of CLT in its
Annual General Meeting last June took
an important decision in creating a
Trust Body for its assets and properties.
Chairman of Calcutta Improvement
Trust and Secretary of Education Depart-
ment, Government of West Bengal, will
also be on the Board of Trustees as
ex-officio members.

On the termination of 3 years period the
old Governing Body of CLT retired and
a fresh Governing Body was elected by
the General Council with practically
no change in the office bearers, except
in cases of vacancies created by death
or otherwise.

Sekhar inaugurated the puppet stage at
Aban Mabhal.

Quite a good part of the building has
been constructed, but it will take some
more time and still more money to com-
plete the Aban Maha! in full grandeur.
As it is, the Training Centre with the
fully equipped Studio, Art Gallery, class
rooms, Puppet Stage and workshop, has
been quite nicely accommodated. Auntie
Tara’s Parlour is a distinctive enclave

where the children have the scope for
self expression like these gifted birds.
